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The psychosexual assessment is a comprehensive assessment of the adult’s psychosocial history, sexual health / risk, and amenability to treatment.  The Adult Psychosexual Assessment is used mainly in Family Court and the adult only has to have allegations of sexual misconduct / abuse made against him or her.  Typically there are no pending criminal charges.  It uses research guided clinical judgment in the evaluation of risk of harm to the alleged victim, family and community.   
The C-SOPE is the official sex offender assessment conducted between adjudication on criminal sex charges and sentencing.  It uses researched based actuarial instruments in the determination of the risk of sexual recidivism.  Dr. Smith is able to certify this evaluation using her Kentucky Sex Offender Risk Assessment Advisory Board (SORAAB) approved provider credentials.    
Data collection requires:  
· Completion of the Historical Data document

· Approximately one or two hours of face-to-face interviews with the adult
· Approximately one hour of psychosocial testing with the adult
· Collecting and reviewing collateral documentation and interviews with collateral sources as needed

· Producing a formal report  
· A four week time frame is typically needed to complete the process.  The report contains recommendations regarding treatment needs and appropriate intervention.  
The fee is $130 per hour.  If the person has an extensive history or the case is complex and the amount of available documentation is voluminous, more time is needed.   Evaluation staff is available to travel if the adult is in detention.  Travel expenses include federal mileage and the hourly rate.  The assessment can range between $1,200 and a cap of $2,500 for an in-state evaluation.     
Glencairn does not accept insurance for either assessment or treatment of adults involved in sexual perpetration.
